On 21 and 22 July we are opening our studios, workshops and laborato­
ries for you from 12 pm to 8 pm. With exhibitions in more than  
40 rooms, and with music, performances, films, lectures, guided tours 
and culinary offers, the weissensee school of art and design berlin  
is transforming itself into an art and design festival. 

800 students from the departments of sculpture, painting, fashion 
design, product design, textile and material design, visual commu­
nication and foundation studies in art + design will be presenting their 
end­of­semester assignments from the academic year 2023–24  
in Bühringstraße 20. Guided tours by the students will provide detailed 
insights into artistic stances as well as pioneering approaches to  
solutions from the various design disciplines. You can find details about 
precisely when and where these different tours will take place on  
the inside of this flyer. The relevant meeting point is always marked 
with a red dot.

In very close proximity to Bühringstraße 20 can be found Building T. 
This is where the departments of spatial strategies and stage and  
costume design will be displaying their work. In addition, students from 
the department of textile and material design invite you to discover 
their creations in an exhibition entitled »what matters« in the  
Kunsthalle at Hamburger Platz. Signs as well as arrows on the ground 
will direct you there from the main building. 

In the StadtWERKSTATT in Friedrichshain­Kreuzberg, which is 
lo cated on the designated redevelopment site Dragonerareal / Rathaus-
block, the 39 master pupils and graduating students from the de­
partments of painting and sculpture will be displaying their end­of­
course assignments. True to the title of the exhibition, »Nothing  
is impossible«, their paintings, drawings, photographs, videos, sculp­
tures, textiles and installations transform this former barracks  
building into a contemporary space that invites reflection. 

In the project rooms feldfünf, which are also in Kreuzberg not far 
from the Jewish Museum, the department of visual communication 
is displaying master’s and bachelor’s assignments. Using the QR code, 
you can find all events as well as programme information which  
was not available in full at the time of publication of this flyer.

Textile and Material Design
Textile and material design concerns itself with both the structural / technical 
aspects of materials as well as their aesthetic/sensual qualities. The subject  
matter of this course of study is the design of surfaces in all of their many and 
various manifestations. The course in textile and surface design is divided  
into a four­year bachelor and a two­year master’s programme. On the Open Day 
Tour 2024, the department will be showing assignments from the BA courses  
as well as a selection of MA assignments and research projects.

Stage and Costume Design
The Department of Stage and Costume Design is exhibiting the visual results  
of a wide variety of teaching formats from the foundation and main courses as 
well as assignments by diploma students from the last two semesters. In cooperation  
with the Hanns Eisler School of Music, stage and costume designs for a performance 
of »Orfeo ed Euridice« by Christoph Willibald Gluck have been created. Also on 
display are stage design models and costume sketches for the fictional staging of 
texts by the authors Marie von Ebner­Eschenbach and Ferdinand Schmalz.

Spatial Strategies
The course of study Spatial Strategies is a call for us all to reflect jointly on our 
global concerns. The focus is on performative processes, boundaries of rep­
resentation, and art histories that have not yet been established. Artists, perform­
ers, town planners, theorists and activists from various parts of the world ask 
themselves the question: How can we live with and in society? They explore pri­
vate and public spaces and spaces where we live together and they deal with the 
redesign of space and its social, ecological, tonal and poetic forms of expression.

In the summer semester 2024, the greenlab 13.0 design project METABOLISM 
dealt with the dynamic interplay of nature and culture, city greenery and the 
networked resources in our towns and cities and their surrounding areas. The 
designs of the students show how our towns and cities can be redesigned as 
vibrant, green and networked spaces for people and other organisms.

FORM IT
FORM IT works together with students to explore how they can actively con­
tribute to shaping the teaching they receive. The approach is experimental and 
practical and tests working structures and learning methods in which lecturers 
and students have equal rights. In the spring of 2025, FORM IT will be organising 
a festival with students to discuss the potential for democratic participation and 
the implementation of ideas in teaching.

eLab
The laboratory for interactive technologies (eLab) is an experimental and 
cross­disciplinary research platform and a laboratory for physical prototyping. 
On the open days, students will show their work and design projects.

re:lab is the initiative for sustainable material cycles at the weissensee school 
of art and design berlin. It develops solutions for various material flows at the 
university: from leftover material and cuttings to working materials and tools. 
Donated material is stored in the material cube and is then made available anew 
for students’ projects.

Foundation Studies in Art + Design
An exhibition designed together with the students will be showing works that have  
been created in the one­year, cross­disciplinary foundation course in art + design. 
On display will be processes, approaches and outcomes from the courses in  
anatomy and morphology, print techniques, basic principles in digital media, pho­ 
tography, performative spaces, sculptural art, typography / layout, visual and 
creative design, drawing, and art as politics (ARTIS)

*foundationClass
The *foundationClass is a study preparation course for people interested in study­
ing art and design who have fled to Germany and / or have experience of racism. 
On this course, participants can learn about art and design, share their own art and  
design practice with their peers and develop a strong portfolio to help them  
apply to German­speaking art and design schools. For the Open Day Tour 2024, 
the current *foundationClass participants will be presenting their work.

Painting
In this department, the artistic possibilities of painting and drawing – including 
the extended definition of both these media – are explored. The aim is to develop 
an individual artistic stance which is capable of further innovative development 
with regard to both individual and societal change far beyond the end of the 
actual course of study. In the Malereigebäude (House of Painting), students will be 
presenting semester projects and assignments from all years of the course.  
The exhibition in the foyer and the corridors on the ground and first floors was 
curated by a team of students. The exhibition »Nothing is impossible« in the 
StadtWERKSTATT in Friedrichshain­Kreuzberg (18 to 21 July) is showing the  
end­of­course assignments in Fine Arts.
